Referee Policy and Procedure

Arrival Times

You are expected to arrive well before game time for all of your assignments. This not only lets your team knows that they are not alone, but also facilitates a good warm-up and pre-game briefing. It is your responsibility to find out the allocation of arena from the council member (most of our championships are running with more than one arena, be sure you are in the correct arena).


Assigning of Games

The procedure the association uses to assign games are as follows:
Officials are assigned games based on:
1. Ability
2. Availability
3. Association with Affiliates / Clubs / Affiliates
Members are to highlight assignments where there will be potential conflicts (i.e. officiating in games that comprise of their own Association/Clubs).

Members are not entitled to make assignment changes without initially informing their Assignor – Referee Council. Failure to comply may result in disciplinary action.


Refresher Clinics

Every referee who participates in the Championship is expected to attend Refresher Clinics before the start of the Championships. No charges shall be imposed for the Refresher Clinics. Attendance at the Refresher Clinics is mandatory for all officials every year.


Code of Ethics

The Singapore Silat Federation Referee Juror Council Code of Ethics is its public declaration of an official's obligation to himself/herself, his/her peers and the game. I will... 
· Not make any remarks to anyone in such a manner as to cause the reputation of the Singapore Silat Federation any damage.
· Do the best I can in each game, no matter what the category, be it match or artistic, regardless of age group.
· Always show respect for my fellow officials, the athletes, coaches and fans.
· Study and continue to improve my knowledge of the rules, policies and procedures.
· Represent myself and the rules of the game as fairly and as accurately as possible at all times.
· Represent myself as professionally as possible in appearance and physical conditioning to suit the level of Pencak Silat Competition that I am officiating.
· Always be unquestionably impartial, keeping a professional and appropriate distance from teams during the tour of duty.
· Understand that the use of drugs is against the law and non-compliance to the anti-doping rule.
· Be supportive of my fellow officials at all times, even when at times, I am a spectator, athlete or coach.
· Accept the fact that I will make mistakes, but I will not get frustrated or let this learning process affect my performance or my professionalism.
· Contribute to the continuing growth of the Singapore Silat Federation and its officials through support, encouragement and a positive attitude.
· Respect and accept constructive feedback from Senior Referees and the assignments I receive from the Assignor - Council.
· Not solicit games from any coach, club or representative thereof. 
· Not to accept any invitation to officiate in any championships other than the ones organised by and/or sanctioned by the Singapore Silat Federation, unless otherwise they are just friendly matches and/or is given written approval from the Singapore Silat Federation Referee Council.
Officials not complying with the Singapore Silat Federation Referee Code of Ethics and Policies will be subjected to disciplinary action.

Discipline & Appeal Procedure

The Singapore Silat Federation may take disciplinary action against a member within the bounds of this manual. 

A member may request review of any disciplinary action taken by the Disciplinary Committee by putting up written Appeal to the Board Member of the Singapore Silat Federation.

Evaluations

An honest attempt will be made to evaluate all officials for a championship. Singapore Silat Federation Referee Council is directly responsible for evaluations at all tournaments. 


Expectations

An approved member of the Referee:

1. Must follow proper dress code
2. Must attend all necessary meetings
3. Must be at all games assigned to him/her 
4. Must use accepted signals and mechanics
5. Must display a professional attitude both on & off arena
6. Should be in good physical condition and able to keep up with the match
7. Must attend all Referee Refresher Clinics
8. Should make some contribution for the good of the Referee Council
Failure to follow these guidelines will lead to the following procedures:

1. The member will be approached by the Chairman Referee Council (or in some cases, another member of the Singapore Silat Federation Board Member) either in person or by phone detailing the concerns.
2. Continued disregard will result in a written warning from the Board Member. The Chairman of Referee Council will be directed to change the quality and/or quantity of the championships assigned as a probationary measure.
3. Further defiance will result in the official losing his/her membership and/or Referee Certification in the Singapore Silat Federation Referee Council. 
Late Comers

An official is late when they do not adhere to the arrival times guidelines set forth in every championship. At any level, if you know you are going to be late, call the Singapore Silat Federation Referee Council Member well in advance.


Meetings

Regular meetings of the Singapore Silat Federation Referee Council will be scheduled throughout the year and will be at the call of the Chairman of Referee Council. Attendance at these meetings will be mandatory for all active officials to attend. The meetings will discuss points of emphasis, rule interpretations and other business.


Rules of Play

All Singapore Silat Federation hosting and/or sanctioned championships will be carried out under the rules set forth by International Pencak Silat Federation Rules of Competition. Unless otherwise not stipulated in International Silat Federation Rules of Competition, the Singapore Silat Federation has the right to develop a number of rule modifications to suit the requirement of the championship. This information is provided to referees at refresher clinics prior to the championship. Current International Pencak Silat Federation Rules Books must be brought at all refresher clinics.
